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This is a step-by-step description of how to build and configure a new version of EDM  on smtfs1.

1. Copy the tar file from the edm website:

http://ics-web.sns.ornl.gov/edm/log/show.php 
2. Get this file on nova.   I use Filezilla.
3. On smtfs1 make sure you have a CVS checked out copy of the latest version of the epics/epics_edm project.  ( In your home directory type smtfcvs co epics/epics_edm  which will create the ~/epics/epics_edm directory and all necessary subdirectories )

4. Go to the ~/epics/epics_edm/src  directory 

5. On nova use the  scp command to copy the tar file to the above mentioned area on smtfs1 (~/epics/epics_edm/src).  For example in my case :

scp edm-1-11-1za.tgz  smtfs1:/home/slackey/epics/epics_edm/src/edm-1-11-1za.tgz
6. On smtfs1 in the ~/epics/epics_edm/src  directory, untar and unzip the new version:
tar –zxvf edm-1-11-1za.tgz
From the ~/epics/epics_edm directory, commit, remembering to adding any new files first (cvs add newfile, or use the cvs import command if you prefer)  and tag the new version:

cvs  commit

      cvs tag  newtag

8.   A cvs diff should now show the differences in the versions.

9.   Start getting environment variables properly set by first unsetting up edm:

unsetup epics_edm

1.  Then export the following environment variables:

export EPICS_BASE=/p/epics/base-3.14.10

export EPICS_HOST_ARCH=linux-x86

export EPICS_LIB_DIR=/p/epics/base-3.14.10/lib/linux-x86
11. From the ~/epics/epics_edm directory type :
         make prod_install
You will be prompted for the version number to which you should enter the cvs       tag that you tagged your new version with.   That tag should reflect the version number that was downloaded.

      We use our own colors.list file so make sure you don’t overwrite our file with a downloaded one.

If you have added new widgets or changed header files, you will need to follow the instructions for installing the component files in the edm manual

At runtime a “setup epics_edm” must be done to get the most recent version.  This is done once automatically when you log in but it was undone with the unsetup command.   This script will set the following environment variables correctly:
EPICS_EDM_DIR 
EDMFILES

EDMDATAFILES
EDMOBJECTS

EDMPVOBJECTS

PATH set properly to include your new bin/linux-x86 area

LD_LIBRARY_PATH  including your new lib/linux-x86 area
